This theme also equally received a welcoming response from various stakeholders of the city
during the PCMC Strategy Development for making PCMC the ‘most inclusive econormic powerhouse
and liveable city of India by 2030'. The “Connected-Greens” theme address this vision by connecting
green spaces and attract fitness, leisure, educational, cultural and entertainment activities” In that
context, PCMC has embarked on preparation of a city-wide ‘Connected-Green Master Plan’ for

connecting various green spaces in the city and this will be the first city in the country to implement
the concept.

Objectives of the Connected Green Initiative
Pimpri Chinchwad at present has 184 developed parks spread across the city and additional reserved
green spaces in the development plan. The Connected greens ideation intents to connect as much as

individual fragmented parks in the city and create a network of green spaces. The key objectives of
the “Connected Green” initiative are as below:

a. Improve accessibility to green spaces through connected walkways/ cycle tracks etc.

A
network of Connected-Greens spaces will
provide a valuable alternative to car transit,
easy access to a range of green spaces &
support healthy, active, connected
neighbourhoods, increase urban biodiversity
and support measurable community health
outcomes. Connected-Greens often enjoy high
levels of community participation which
enhance their social and cultural appeal. Good
access to urban green spaces is just as
important as the green spaces themselves,

b. Ensure safe movement of people between urban green spaces.
¢. Enhance the environment quality and livability of the city.

PCMC's Approach for Community Engagement

PCMC intends to prepare the Connected-Green Master Plan in a collaborative manner and will
organize a workshop of experts to discuss various innovative mechanisms to connect the city gardens.
The approach adopted by PCMC is to initiate a workshop with key experts in the field of sustainability,
urban planner & designers, NGOs, PCMC environment department staff and academic experts to
initiate a workshop to develop a framework for the initiative. The idea is to bring to table
opportunities/ constraints, policy recommendations & financial planning required to support the
initiative and expert guidance for involvement of larger public to develop an all-inclusive green master
plan. The preliminary workshop will lay the foundation for public awareness campaigns, consultation
exercise at ward/neighbourhood level and set parameters to come out with concrete steps for the
implementation of the green master plan. PCMC will also initiate a campaign to reach out the citizens
to invite ideas. The ideas shall be evaluated by the experts based on the novelty and feasibility



Harit Setu Master Plan - Suggestions from the citizens

Mrs. Anushree Patil, Urban designer, social worker

1. Existing green spaces shall be categorized based on scale - community parks, neighborhood
parks, city-level parks. Each category needs different type of connection. Community and
neighborhood parks can have more infimate, pedesirian connections. Whereas, city-level parks
can be connected through dedicated walking & cycling lanes on city streets.

2. About 50 meters zone around each park should be designed as child-friendly zones with no-
honking, air quality monitoring, seating kiosks, children-oriented services such as
feeding/changing station, clean restrooms etc.

3. Open spaces around Pawna river to be conserved as eco-zones, as future green lungs of the city.
